All briefings, memoranda, correspondence or other documents submitted to the Premier
between 1 January 2021 and 11 March 2021 that relate to the GFG Alliance, the
LIBERTY Primary Steel Whyalla Steelworks, and/or Greensill Capital.

DPC is responsible for processing FOI applications on behalf of the Office of the
Premier.

The purpose of this letter is to advise you of my determination.

Sections of these documents contain information relating to the personal affairs of a
third party, namely a mobile phone number. Under clause 6(1) of Schedule 1 to the
Act, information is exempt if releasing it would involve the ‘unreasonable disclosure
of information concerning the personal affairs of any person’. | have considered that
the application of clause 6(1) requires two elements, one that the information
contains the personal affairs of that person; and secondly that disclosure would be
unreasonable and contrary to public interest. | have determined that this information
falls within the category of ‘personal affairs’ as listed under section 4(1) of the Act,
thereby meeting the first elements of this clause. Further, | have considered whether
the disclosure of this information would be unreasonable. In doing so, | have
considered the relevance of this information to the public and the likelihood as to
whether the person in question would consent to disclosure. | have concluded that
this information was likely obtained in confidence and through measures which would
otherwise make it unavailable to the public. | have considered the factors in favour of
public interest and determined that these factors are outweighed by the need to
maintain personal confidentiality in this instance. Therefore, | have determined that
this information meets the requirements of clause 6(1) and is thereby exempt
pursuant to this clause.

(1) A document is an exempt document if it contains matter the disclosure of
which would involve the unreasonable disclosure of information concerning
the personal affairs of any person (living or dead)
